Capturing expressions of the soul is the passion behind this joint exhibition by artist
Lynda Howitt and photographer Christian Mushenko.

Soul is the result of Howitt’s and Mushenko’s desire to let their inner voices speak to them visually. These large format 
paintings and photographs are abstract works of colour and texture based on the sea, sky and symbolism that convey 
emotions that connect on a deeper level. This exhibition follows on from their previous exhibition Seduced by the Sea.

Most recently announced as winner of Signature of Sydney, ‘The Nation’s biggest art prize’, Howitt’s symbolic style is 
known for it’s passion from the soul. Mushenko recently named by World Photographic Arts as one of ‘the world’s finest 
contemporary photographers’, shows a depth and richness in his work that captivates the viewer.

There’s something quite intriguing about expression based from the soul. These artworks of feelings entwined with mys-
tery represent a true form of self expression. Intimate artworks like this change the way you feel.

“Art takes us into our own inner world, the world of imagery and emotion, of visions and feelings, it’s a journey into the 
soul.” said Lynda Howitt.
